TEELIN DANCERS AT OIREACHTAS 2008 
 

Oireachtas (pronounced “O-ROCK-TUS”) is an annual regional championship 
competition. Prestigious in its own right, the Oireachtas also serves as a qualifying event 
for the National and World Irish Dance Championships.  On December 6&7, 2008, Teelin 
had 24 dancers competing at the Southern Region Oireachtas in Orlando, Florida.  It was 
quite a weekend and there is much to be proud of for Teelin School of Irish Dance!   
 

There are two broad categories of competitions at Oireachtas: solos and teams.  Teelin 
School had 16 dancers competing in the solo championships, and each of the dancers 
performed very well!  (Solo competitions are divided by age and gender only, not by level, 
so dancers must be champion level to compete at Oireachtas.) 
 

12 Teelin dancers placed in solo awards, including the following special commendations: 
• Joe Duffy, Conor Burke and Bridget Reese each qualified for Worlds!!! 
• Joe (2nd), Conor (4th), Bridget (5th), Saoirse DeBoy (5th), and Alyssa Savard 

(10th) were each in the top 10 for their age groups! 
• In addition to the dancers mentioned above, Abby Lyons, Amanda Golebiowski, 

Rachel Steeley & Katie Ortel qualified for the North American Championships! 
 

For figure teams, Teelin sent 5 ceili teams and a dance drama team to the championships, 
and all did wonderfully! 

• U9 Girls 4-Hand Team (Saoirse DeBoy, Gaby Stratmann, Alyssa Savard, Megan 
Reese) placed 3rd!!!  (On the podium, yay!!!) 

• 15&O Girls 4-Hand Team (Abby Lyons, Megan Davitt-Loysen, Mollie Reese, 
Lindsay Woodcock) placed 4th!!! 

• U15 Mixed 4-Hand Team (Conor Burke, Amanda Golebiowski, Emily Sonni, 
Samantha Witschey) placed 6th!! 

• U12 Girls 4-Hand Team (Madeline Nilan, Briana Prescott, Bridget Reese, Katie 
Ortel) placed 14th! 

• U15 Girls 8-Hand Team (Megan D-L, Lindsay, Amanda, Mollie, Madeline, 
Briana, Bridget, Katie) danced beautifully, although they did not place this time. 

• Dance Drama Team (which included 19 Teelin Dancers!) placed 3rd! 
 

Bringing a dance drama team to a championship event is a significant undertaking.  Teelin 
presented “Paddy Reilly’s Wedding and Wake”, which was a big hit!  (This dance drama 
will also be a part of the ‘Portraits of Ireland’ show – don’t miss it!)
